Summary of the Principal Treaties of the Treaty of Vienna (June 1815)


Rearrangements which strengthened the barriers against French aggression:

· [bookmark: _GoBack]The Austrian Netherlands (Belgium) merged with Holland in the Kingdom of the Netherlands.
· Rhineland states ceded to Prussia:  the Prussian Rhineland
· Austrian Swabia ceded to Baden
· Savoy and Genoa annexed to Piedmont-Sardinia
· Switzerland, new constitution and permanent neutrality

Rearrangements which rewarded the major Allies and further strengthened future resistance against France:

· The states of Germany reduced to 39 within the German Bund (Confederation) under the Presidency of Austria
· The Austrian Empire enlarged with Lombardy and Venetia, Salzburg and Galicia and Dalmatia
· Prussia enlarged with two-fifths of Saxony, Swedish Pomerania, Thorn and Danzig (as well as the Rhineland)
· The Russia Empire enlarged with authority over Finland and the Kingdom of Poland

Legitimate rulers were restored where this was consistent with the objectives referred to above:

· e.g. Italy:  Habsburg rulers restored in Tuscany and Modena; the Papal States restored, the Bourbon monarchy restored in Naples; Marie Louise (Austrian born wife of Napoleon I) given a life interest in the rule of Parma

Additional provisions:

· Cracow: a free city
· Norway, transferred from Denmark to Sweden

Colonial gains for Britain:

· Malta and the Ionian Islands in the Mediterranean
· Heligoland in the North Sea
· St Lucia and Tobago had been seized from the French and Trinidad from the Spanish and GB kept control of these
· Guiana from the Dutch along with the Cape of Good Hope and Ceylon but the Dutch were allowed to unite with Belgium to compensate
· Mauritius and Seychelles from the French
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
