When to use the poems? Some begin synoptic topic with them, others use them when studying other synoptic texts to deepen understanding of key Gothic features and find links, common threads and patterns
When to teach the synoptic topic? Some 1ère, more Tle.
A good starter idea: ‘There Was Once’ by Margaret Atwood
Fairy tales generally used, particularly ones playing with the conventions
[bookmark: _GoBack]Research on Marquis de Sade and Freud
Notions of corruption
The British Library site has some good material on the Gothic and for “Superstition”; Read Chapter 9 of ‘A Sicilian Romance’ as a lead in. Deliberately ambiguous; don’t always search the one definitive interpretation
Use modern Gothic: much material on Netflix such as  ‘Dracula Untold’ and older films ‘Twilight’ etc. 
Some good documentaries on Angela Carter: could be watched at home, different groups report back and share their summaries.
‘In Our Time’ on the BBC Radio4 website has some very good 45 minute discussions on relevant topics.
Audiopi: has a Gothic “A” level podcast
Get revising site has some good Mind maps
